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Swedish National Arrested for Soliciting Minor on the Web
Arlington County Police Go Global to Protect Children at Home

ARLINGTON, VA–On March 20, 2008, after an extensive eleven month investigation, Arlington County Police detectives and federal agents, arrested a Swedish national for traveling to Arlington to meet a teenage girl with the intent of having sex. The investigation began in April of last year by an undercover detective in Arlington’s Special Victims Unit (SVU). The detective who is assigned to the Northern Virginia Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Task Force, worked closely with Immigration, Customs and Enforcement (ICE) agents and FBI agents who are also assigned to the ICAC Task Force.

According to SVU Lieutenant Brett Butler, Jesper Lundberg, 41, of Jarfalla, Sweden, met the Arlington detective in an internet chat room and arranged to pay the detective to have sexual relations with the detective’s fictitious 14 year old daughter. This week, Lundberg made airline and hotel reservations, and then traveled 16 hours across the Atlantic Ocean, from his home in Sweden, to Arlington. He was taken into custody at his hotel Thursday afternoon by members of the Arlington County Police Department’s Tactical Unit and other members of the ICAC Task Force, without incident. 

Lundberg is currently being held at the Alexandria Adult Detention Center. He faces federal charges of Traveling to Engage in Illicit Sexual Conduct with a Minor and Enticement of a Minor. The case will be prosecuted by the U.S. Attorney for the Eastern District of Virginia.
